The list of the candidate’s publications in the topic of the dissertation (see Appendix 6, ADT Doctoral Reg.), with all authors indicated. 

The thesis booklet may also have further chapters, as customary in the given disciplinary area. 

Theses should be 20-25 pages long. The font requirements are the same as for the dissertation, but the theses must be reduced to A/5 (booklet) format. For the public discussion, 8 copies of the theses must be prepared in English. The thesis booklet should include a list of the thesis and other relevant publications. 

For the pre-defense, the theses must be written in full, in English and submitted in 6 copies. 

FORMAL REQUIREMENTS OF PHD DISSERTATION
The dissertation should be handed in in seven bound copies to the Doctoral Council of Agricultural Sciences. The dissertation can be written in Hungarian and also in a foreign language. Page number should not be over 150.  If pages exceed the required maximum length, an additional processing fee should be paid. 
Hungarian and English summary and publication list should be attached to the foreign-language dissertation.  The thesis can include an appendix not being over 150 pages.
Please attach the followings:
· thesis booklets in 8 copies in English and
· Hungarian and English summary in 1-1 copy each.

External cover: black, hardcover canvas
Inscription (gilded letters): 
· Doctoral (Ph.D.) Dissertation
· author’s name (if owes doctoral degree: Dr. univ.)
· place and year of submission
Internal front page: the same as the external page

On the first internal page: record the names of committee members and judges and the date of exam and defense.
Table of contents after the first internal page in decimals.

1. INTRODUCTION 
Describes the theoretical and practical importance of the topic and also the scientific objectives.
2. LITERATURE REVIEW
The title is connected to the topic and the chapter is segmented by the main research topics. 
3. MATERIALS AND METHODS 
Experimental conditions, place, date of the survey. Description of materials and treatments applied (arrangement, number of repetition, sampling method, etc.) Comprehensive presentation of methods and statistical evaluation.
4. RESULTS 
Beyond written evaluation, usage of tables and charts are also recommended to summarize the results, of which reliability should be proven by mathematical methods. Result interpretation and comparison with other scientific resources.
5. CONCLUSIONS, RECOMMENDATIONS
Conclusions drawn from the results, proposals for further investigations and practical application.
6. NEW SCIENTIFIC RESULTS
7. PRACTICAL RESULTS
8. SUMMARY (in English)
9. BIBLIOGRAPHY (literature used)
The “Bibliography” should be thoroughly and accurately compiled and should meet the international and national formal requirements.  In the bibliography, authors’ names should be strictly ordered according to the alphabet. If the same author has several works referred to in the dissertation, the reference should be made by the chronological order of publication.  Only the literature used and referred to in the dissertation can be recorded in the bibliography.

     References on the author’s name


The name of the author, then the date of issue (DOHY, 1984). DOHY, 1984).
     In case of three or more authors

The name of the first author, “et al.” and the date of issue (DÁNIEL et al, 1975). In case of two authors, both names should be given (HEROLD and TAKÁCS, 1984).
     Reference to the established fact 


Description of the fact, author’s name in parenthesis, comma, issue date “During sample evaluation, in hybrid combinations with different genotype, we considered the aerial parts (WESTLAKE, 1963) of plants.”
     In case of several authors: 


Reference to the established fact, the first author’s name, “et al.”, comma, issue date. Pl.: “Earlier maturing, protein-rich mutants appeared due to the X-ray, gamma and neutron radiation of inbred maize lines (BÁLINT et al., 1979).
     In case of references pointing out the same facts: 

Description of fact, parenthesis, authors’ names in issue date order. Pl.: “Correlations between biotechnology and future agriculture are discussed by several authors (HESZKY, 1984; DOHY, 2001).”
     Reference to several works of one author (and first author) issued in the same year. 

Author’s name, dates with a, b, c marking (2008a, 2008b, 2008c). In the dissertation text, the names of authors should be written in capitals. In case of literal quotes, the text should be enclosed in quotation marks.
Compilation of bibliography
When compiling the bibliography and describing the titles, bibliographic records are required to contain data in an accurate and verifiable manner and ensure traceability. It is controlled by international and Hungarian regulations. Publication title should be listed as having been issued.
In case of publications issued in journals: 


Surname(s) of author’s/authors’ (in capitals), the first letter of first name, dot, issue date in parenthesis, colon, article title, dot, journal title, dot, place of publication, dot, volume, comma, issue in parenthesis, comma (if the issue is included, the comma is not needed after volume), page number, dot. (Pl.: SOMOGYVÁRI E. – POSTA J. – MIHÓK S. (2018): The impact of Polish breeding animals on the genetic structure of the genetic structure of the Hungarian Hucul horse population. Animal Breeding and Nutrition 67 (3), 125-136.). In case of reference to several publications issued in the same year from the same author(s), a, b, c letters should be written following the issue date. Provided that the author is not Hungarian, the surname is followed by a comma, then the initial letter of first name.
     In case of books: 

The surname of authors (in capitals), the initial letter of first name, dot, year in parenthesis, colon, book title, dot, name of publisher, comma, place of publication, book-length. (Pl.: NEMESSÁLYI ZS. (1982): Byproduct usage Mezőgazd. Kiadó, Bp. 51.) If chapters are edited by different authors, the author’s name of each chapter, the date of issue, the chapter title, the name of editors and publisher and the length of publication should be described. Pl.: PÁSZTOR K. (1981): Field experiments In: Plant cultivation practices Edited by KOVÁTS A., Mezőgazdasági Kiadó, Budapest, 366-382.
    Issued presentations in congresses and conferences 

Should only be recorded, if the issue contains the whole or enlightening summary of presentation. The author’s (presenter’s) name, year in parenthesis, colon, the title of the presentation, the congress, the title/topic/section of conference (if the paper contains), name, row number (with Arabic number), date, year, month, day and place of congress and conference, publication volume, editor’s name, the names of congress hosts, the place of issue, year, publisher, page number of presentations (from, to). (Pl.: HEROLD I. – SZABÓ P. (1982): The effect of bentonite, as a mineral supplement on the production and feed conversion of pigs. In: Experiences of large-scale pork production Georgikon Napok. 24. 1982. August 23-24. Keszthely. Edited by SZABÓ Á., Keszthely, 1983. PATE, 289-295.).
In case of patent specification: 
The name of patent owner(s), colon, patent title, submission date, (country), the word “patent” in Hungarian or in foreign language, number, class and group of the patent. BOCZ E. – SZÁSZ G.: Procedure for irrigating soils with a groundwater level deeper than 2.5 m. l972.01.29. Patent 167 715.
Electronic resources: 
The authors’ name, date, etc., see above (the name of source, path and the date of access in parenthesis. Pl.: Flamant, J. C.: The future of the livestock sector in the light of the recent crises in Europe. ROUND TABLE. 52nd EAAP Annual Meeting, Budapest, 26th August 2001. http:// www.eaap.org/rond_ta.htm (2002. January 29.)
Formal requirements of charts and tables
When using tables, charts, pictures and other objects, row numbers, titles and sources (in case of literature) should be named and referred to in the text. 
Row number (at the right side, in italics) and the title (centered, in bold) should be placed above the tables. 
Row numbers (in italics) and title (in bold) of pictures, charts and diagrams should be under the objects. Examples:

Publication requirements for the doctoral dissertation
PhD students have to achieve “a publication minimum” in their dissertation topic.
The Council of Doctoral School has established the following publication minimum:
· Publication in four peer-reviewed journals (at least one should be published in a paper with impact factor)
· One conference (in Hungarian or foreign language) published in full (which can be replaced by 1 publication in a peer-reviewed journal) 

· Two other publications.
The scope of scientific publications
As scientific publications, the following printed and/or electronic papers (journal article
, university/college textbook, book, scientific monograph, book chapter, translation from ancient classic language) are acceptable:
a) demonstrates the author’s own results (and as a book, also refers to them item by item),
b) contains accurate literature references,
c) supplied with ISBN or ISSN number,
d) proofread 
,
e) referenced (can be found in a well-known database),

f) depending on science or art, the work has an impact factor, 
g) published in or as a professional publication, and this publication 
h) is internationally or at least nationally listed in publisher,

i) as possible, is prevalent in professional circles in a foreign language, 

j) can be found and accessed in major public libraries,
k) can be ordered or purchased.
The completed technical or artistic work, the accepted domestic and foreign patents are acceptable as publications; as a reference, the documented implementation and industrial series production of the patent can be accepted. 
As a scientific publication, the following can not be approved:
· writing in a daily or non - professional weekly newspaper (despite the professional nature of the subject)
· self-published work (if it is not linguistically or professionally proofread)
· university, college note, handout, example library, compilation, editing, word processing, etc.
· short (one-page) writing in a conference publication or poster,
· (book) translation, except for the translation of ancient classics by word processing
· review (book review) or critique (except for longer art analysis),
· research report prepared based on a tender or a request,
· thesis, diploma thesis, dissertation (dr.univ., PhD, DLA, CSc, DSc, chair holder),
· other manuscript dissertation, writing,
· science promotion writing (e.g. in Élet és Tudomány)
· non-research and demanding interview (neither as a reporter nor as an interviewee)
· writing not yet published (planned) or not yet accepted for publication.
�Journal: printed or electronic paper issued regularly, at least four times a year (but definitely at least twice a year) numbered with articles written for the periodical concerned.


�Peer-reviewed publication: before issuing, the work should be evaluated by independent proofreaders. The conference presentation approved on the basis of the abstract and published in a conference paper is not peer-reviewed.


�Referenced publication: the candidate’s work (any other work except for book chapter) emerges in a searchable database (e. g. Web of  Science/Science Citation Index, Scopus, Engineering Index etc.) or in a refereed journal by the candidate’s name.


�Domestic publication with international appearance: published in an official, regular (subscription) publication with a larger number of copies and international distribution.
