SCRIPT OF THE INTERNAL DEBATE OF THE DOCTORAL (PhD) DISSERTATION
The internal debate
The President:
Opens the discussion and announces the the Doctoral Committee set the doctoral (PhD) discussion entitled ………………………… to a internal debate. Announces that based on the recommendation of the Doctoral Committee of the Faculty and the Committee of the Doctoral School, the following Reading Committee was selected for the discussion: see in the invitation letters.

Determines whether the discussion can take place
a) the members of the Reading Committee are present,
b) the official opponents are present,
c) the candidate met the prerequirements.
The President asks the Reading Committee whether they have any questions or remarks in relation to the starting of the discussion. If they do not, the Reading Committee starts its work.

The President:
Asks the candidate to outline the objectives of her/his discussion in the form of a free presentation in 25-30 minutes, including the research methods and the new scientific findings of her/his research work.

The Candidate: Gives her/his presentation.
The President asks the official opponents one by one to present their opinions about the dissertation.

The Opponents: Present their evaluations.
The President: Asks the candidate to respond to the opponents evaluation.

The Candidate: Respond to the opponents’ evaluation 
The President: The President asks the secretary to present the questions raised in writing.

The President asks whether anyone else would want to ask a question – including the reading Committee – from the candidate or the official opponents. After the questions, the candidate and the official opponents give their answers immediately. 

Asks the opponents if they are satisfied with the responses of the candidate.

The comments will follow only then.
The President asks the secretary to present the comments received in writing (including the comments made by the members of the Reading Committee) and makes it possible to make comments for anyone who intends to do so in the order of them showing their will to comment.

When there are no one else who would like to comment, the President asks the candidate to answer the comments. .

The President asks the official opponents, the Reading Committee and those who made comments whether the answers of the candidate were satisfactory. If yes, the President summarizes the main points of the debate, changes needed to be made in the thesis and the presentation. He announces with the agreement of the Reading Committe, that after the suggested alterations, the thesis can be submitted to the Final Defence.

The President then closes the debate session. 
The secretary prepares the note on the internal debate, both of the sign it.
