SCRIPT OF THE PUBLIC DISCUSSION OF THE DOCTORAL (PhD) DISSERTATION
I. Closed session before the public discussion
President:
Determines whether the discussion can take place, the opponents and the members of the Reading Committee are present, develops the standpoint of the Reading Committee about whether the public discussion can take place and whether there is any legal obstacle which makes it necessary to postpone it and when to have it in such case.


Legal obstacle: The Reading Committee cannot have any member who is a close relative of the doctoral candidate or whom the objective judgement of the affair cannot be expected from due to other reasons. The advisor of the doctoral candidate cannot be the member of the Committee. The composition of the Committee is not in line with the requirements laid out it the Doctoral Regulations of Agricultural Sciences.
Opponents:
They declare whether they accept the candidate’s answer to the opponent’s opinion.

Secretary:
Read out the opinions received in writing.

President:
After a short discussion, the President summarises the questions to be posed or clarified during the public discussion that the secretary will make note of.

II. The public discussion
President:
Opens the discussion and announces the Doctoral Committee set the doctoral (PhD) discussion entitled ………………………… to a public discussion. Announces that based on the recommendation of the Doctoral Committee of the Faculty and the Committee of the Doctoral School, the following Reading Committee was selected for the discussion: see in the invitation letters.

Determines whether the discussion can take place
a) the members of the Reading Committee are present,
b) the official opponents are present,
c) the candidate met the prerequirements.
The President asks the Reading Committee whether they have any questions or remarks in relation to the starting of the discussion. If they do not, the Reading Committee starts its work.

The President asks the secretary of the Committee to read out the scientific curriculum vitae of the candidate.

Secretary:
Reads out the scientific curriculum vitae of the candidate.

President:
Asks the candidate to outline the objectives of his discussion in the form of a free presentation in 25-30 minutes, including the research methods and the new scientific findings of his research work.

The President asks the official opponents one by one to present their opinions about the dissertation.

The President asks the secretary to present the questions posed by the members of the Reading Committee and the other questions raised in writing.

The President asks whether anyone else would want to ask a question from the candidate or the official opponents. After the questions, the candidate and the official opponents give their answers immediately and the comments will follow only then.
The President asks the secretary to present the comments received in writing (including the comments made by the members of the Reading Committee) and makes it possible to make comments for anyone who intends to do so in the order of them showing their will to comment.

When there are no one else who would like to comment, the President asks the candidate to answer the official opponents (if he had not already done so) and those who had comments.

The President asks the official opponents, the Reading Committee and those who made comments whether the answers of the candidate were satisfactory. If yes, the President announces that the Committee retires for deliberation, unless the candidate wishes to add something else.

III. Closed session after the public discussion
The closed session starts with the evaluation of the discussion. The secretary submits the recommendation about the proceedings of the session and the President orders a secret vote whose results will be recorded in the session proceedings.

Vote:
The members of the Reading Committee (president, members, secretary, opponents) evaluate the performance during the defense in accordance with the Doctoral Regulations.
The members of the Reading Committee sign the proceedings.

IV. Closing the public discussion
President:
Announces that the committee continues the public discussion and declares and justifies the results of the secret vote and the assessment of the dissertation.

Secretary:
Doctoral candidates can refer to the president of the committee of the doctoral school, the president of the doctoral committee of the given scientific field, the president of the University Doctoral and Habilitation Committee and the rector concerning legal remedy and the observation of the official way. Appeal against conclusions arrived in the process aimed at the acquisition of the doctoral degree is only possible in the case of infrigement of the law and the violation of the Doctoral Regulations and the order of procedures. Appeals have to be submitted to the president of the Doctoral Committee of Agricultural Sciences who will judge the appeal within 30 days. The costs of appeal will by paid in advance by the appellant. If the president of the Doctoral Committee of Agricultural Sciences allows the appeal, the amount of costs paid in advance will be reimbursed by the Faculty. If the appeal is rejected, the costs will be borne by the appellant.
President:
Closes the public discussion.
